Shrl Ajay Marathe had made application under the pravisions of Right to
mtormation Act 2005 lo the Public Information Officer! Technical } to make
avallable certain infermalion avoul the Mose Pollytion being caused during
Dneali Festival of 2008 and regarding the actions initiated by the Maharashira
Pollution Control Board in fespect of the said Moise Pollution, stating that the
regulation and control of Noise Pollution i5 the respansibility of the Maharashtra
Pollutien Contrel Beard as por the dudgment and Order passed by the Hon'ble
sipreme Court of ingia in the Wit Petition Mo 92 of 1 998, bul the Maharashtra
Pollition Control Board has not shawr to the appellant how tha responsibifity of
Noise Pollution {Contral and Regulation) does ot vest with the Board., The
Appeliant (Original Applicant) also filed appeal on the ground that what further
action, the Maharashira Pellution Control Board has initiated in respect of the
exceeding report of noise maonitoring done during the Diwali Featival period.
since, the Appeflant was not satisfied with the information qiven by the Board, he
had preferrad 2™ Appeal  before  the Hon'ble Chief Public  Information
Commissioner, Maharashira information Commission.




The Appeal was fixed for hearing bhefore the State Information
Commission on 3/07/2010, when the Appeltant was absenl. The State
Information Commission specifically observed that even though, heavy rains are
there, taking into consideration huge quantity of Appeals being preferred before
the Hon'ble Commission, the Commission has decided that unless emergent
-situations are lhere, the Appeal will not be postponed and therefore, the hearing
of the Appesl was conducted in the presence of the Public Information Officer
and First Appellate Authority of the Maharashtra Pollution Control Board,

The Public Information Officer, Maharashtra Pollution Control Board
specifically communicated vide latter dtd. 27/11/2000 that the Report on Naise
Manitoring done during the Diwali Festival has been placed an the website of the
Maharashtra Pollution Contral Board, the address was also provided in the said
letter. It was further made clear that the Maharashtra Pollution Control Board had
supplied the noise meters {o the Police Department temporarily for doing noise
monitoring in the Diwali Festival and other nccasions. However, the Police
Department had not made available the copies of the said Monitoring Reports to
the Maharshtra Pollution Control Board.

The Board also pointed out that the State Government appointed various
Authorities for effective implementation of the Noise Pollution (Regulation and
Control) Rules, 2000 and appointed various officers of such Authorities for the
purpose of monitoring of noise pallution levels of the activities coming under their
jurisdiction. It was also made clear that the responsibility of the Board is to do
monitoring of noise levels on the basis of complaints made / referred to it and the
coneerned Authorilies are under obligation to initiate furlher necessary actions in
respect of the neise pollution being caused within their jurisdiction. It is also
stated that the responsibility of the Board is limited to the regulation and control
of industrial noise only. The Board has also informed the State Information
Commission that the noisa monitoring done for the year, 2007-2008 and 2009
showing the decreased levels of noise during the Diwali Festival period. The
Board has made clear in ifs reply that the Municipal Corporation and the Police
Authority are the appropriate Authorities to initiale necessary action under the
Moise Pollution (Regulation and Centrol) Rules, 2000. :

The State Information Commission therefore, has come to the conclusion
that whatever docurments are available with the Board are being made available
to the Appellant, but, it appears that the Appellant wanted 2 pointed reply. The
Slate Pollution Control Board has rightly not initiated further action in view of the
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specific jurisdiction given in the G.R. dtd.21/4/2009 and 7/8/2009 issued by the
