(2) No person shall manufacture, stock, distribute or seII carr;r
bags mad-e of virgin or recycled plastic bags -whjch are less than
8 x-12 inches (201 30 cms.) in size and which do not conform to
the minimum thickness specified in sub-rule (1).'

9. Self-regulation by certain persons.-Without prejudice to
the provisions contained in rule 3, the Plastics Industry
Association, through their mernber units, may undertake
self-regulatory rneasures.

(l) " receptacle " means the temporary common bin, with a cap or
covering facility to prevent the littering, placed at public place or any
other convenient place for collection ofwaste in a manner so as to prevent
littering, attraction ofvectors, stray animals and excessive foul odour ;

(m) " transportation " means conveyance ofwastes from place to place
hygienically through specially designed transport system so as to prevent
foul odour, littering, unsightly conditions and accessibility to vectors ;

(z) " landfrlling " means disposal ofresidual solid wastes on land in a
facility designed with protective measures against pollution of ground
water, surface water and air fugitive dust, wind-blown litter, bad odour,
frre hazard, bird menace, pests or rodents, greenhouse gas cmissions,
slope instability and erosion ;

(o) "segregation " means to separate the municipal solid wastes into
the groups oforganic, inorganic, recyclable and hazardous wastes.

 WHEREAS,  during the torrential rain in various parts of Maharashtra 
including Mumbai on 26th July,2005 the gutters, sewers and drains were blocked 
due to unscientific disposal of non-biodegradable garbage especially plastic 
bags.  AND WHEREAS,  in order to prevent reoccurrence of such incidences,  
the Government of Maharashtra has decided to prevent throwing or depositing 
non-biodegradable garbage in public drains, road, water bodies etc.  and also 
decided to regulate the use of non-biodegradable material.  

 
 AND WHEREAS, to achieve this objective, an ordinance was promulgated 
viz. Maharashtra Non-biodegradable Garbage (Control) Ordinance, 2006 on 27th 
Feb. 2006 (the said Ordinance). 

 

 AND WHEREAS, the Environment Department, Govt. of Maharashtra in 
exercise of the powers conferred by clause(i) of sub-section (3) of section 18 of 
the said Ordinance framed the “Maharashra Plastic Carry Bags (Manufacture & 
Usage ) Rules, 2006 vide Notification dated 3rd  March, 2006” (the said rules) to 
regulate the manufacture and use of plastic carry bags and containers.
