Environmental Public Hearing in respect of BEC Fertilizer (Pulgaon Unit), Vill.

" Gunjkheda, Tq. Deoli, Dist. Wardha (Maharashtra) for their proposed expansion was

held on 01/08/2015 under the Chairmanship of Shri Vaibhav Nawadkar Additional Dist.
Magistrate (A representative nominated by the District Collector, Wardha). Shri Kiran N.
Hasabnis, Sub-Regional Officer, Maharashtra Pollution Control Board, Nagpur-2 act as
a Corener of the Environmental Public Hearing Panel. Shri Anil D. Mohekar, Regional
Officer, M.P.C. Board, Nagpur was the Member of the Environmental Public Hearing
Panel. The Public Hearing started at 11.00 a.m. at Siddhi Vinayak Mangal Karyalaya,
Panchdhara Road, Pulgaon with the permission of the Chairman of the Public Hearing

Panel. Attendance sheet was circulated and attached as Annexure-l.

BACKGROUND

M/s Bhilai Engineering Corporation Limited (BEC) Bhilai is a diversified
Engineering manufacturing organization with multidisciplinary facilities. It is engaged in

meeting the engineering challenges of business with a devoted sense of commitment

" and conviction. BEC"s main product ranges from design, engineering, manufacturing of

steel plant and other core sector equipments for over 40 years, to manufacture and
supply of Fertilizer since year 1985. BEC Fertilizers (BECF) is a unit of M/s Bhilai
Engineering Corporation Limited and entered in the business of manufacturing Fertilizer
and other Agro-inputs since 1985. BEC has a unit at Bilaspur (1985) and Pulgaon
(2001). It has proposed to expand its existing Phosphatic fertilizer unit of following
existing capacity to the respective proposed capacities. Single Super Phosphate /
Boronated Single Super Phosphate from 66,000 TPA to 1,50,000 TPA, Triple Super
Phosphate after expansion 50,000 TPA, Granulated Fertilizer from 60,000 TPA to
2,00,000 TPA and Sulphuric Acid from 33000 TPA to 50,000 TPA at Village Gunjkheda,
Tehsil, Deoli, Dist. Wardha (Maharashtra).

The proposed site is located at Survey No. 275/IK, Vill. Gunjkheda, Tq. Deoli,
Wardha District of Maharashtra State between Jatitude 20°44’5.50" N and longitude

~ 78°20724.64” E. The area for proposed expansion is within the existing plant premises.

The site is well connected by road and is approximately 2.6 Km from Pulgaon Railway
Station. Neéarest Airport at Nagpur is 84 Kms away from the site and nearest village is
Gunjkheda is 2.0 Kms. Requirement of water will be sourced from Wardha River through

Municipal Council, Pulgaon.
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PURPOSE AND PROCEDURE :

With the permission of Chairman of Public Hearing, Convener of the Public
Hearing welcomed the Chairman and Member of the Public Hearing Panel, local citizens
from the villages and others present. He explained the purpose of conducting this public
hearing that as per MOEF, GOI, Notification SO 60(E) of 27" January, 1994 and
amended on 14" Sept. 2006. The notices of the public hearing were published in two
local widely circulated news papers i.e. the “Hitavada” (English) and “Tarun Bharat”
(Marathi) on 30th June 2015. Copies of the advertisement are enclosed as Annexure-
Il. Copies of the executive summary / EIA summery containing salient features of the
project and EIA both in Engilish and in Marathi and other information / documents were
made available to the public by making these documents available in various Govt.
Offices as well as local Gram Panchayat as per MoEF GOI, Notification. Suggestions,
comments and objections of the public were called in writing till before the date of Public
Hearing from the publication of the notice. The public hearing panel was constituted vide
MPC Board’s Office Order No. E-209 of 2015 vide letter no. BO/JD(WPC)/PH/B-3250

Date 20/7/2015. A copy of the same is enclosed as Annexure-lll.

Shri Kiran N. Hasabnis, Sub-Regional Officer, Maharashtra Pollution Control
Board, Nagpur-2 act as a Convener of the Environmental Public Hearing Panel explained
that the public / citizens present in the public hearing can put their views / opinions in
writing or orally. Video recording is doing here. The point raised by the people will be
taken in the Minutes of the Public Hearing. A CD will be done of this video-recording.
The minutes and CD of video recording will be submitted to Central Government. No

decision will be taken in this Public Hearing. He then requested to Project Proponent to

give detailed presentation about the project.

The representative of the project proponent explained in local language regarding
Project summary, Project site Location, Salient features of the Project, Plant Layout Plan,
Justification of the Project, Environmental Clearance for Existing Unit, Raw Materials
Requirement, Power Requirement and Backup Facility, Water Requirement, Baseline
Environmental Status - Ground Water, Surface Water and Soil, Biological Environment,
Prediction of Impact and Mitigation Measurés, Environmental Management Plan,
Pollution Cdntrol System of Single Super Phosphate / Triple Super Phosphate; EMP
Budget, Details of Eco- Sensitive Areas, Land Area Distribution, Project Site Location
Map on Toposheet, Land Use Land Cover, Topography, Hydrogeology and Ground
Water Resource Map, Climate and Meteorology, Socio-Economic Environment,

Hazardous Material Handling Facility, Solid and Hazardous Waste Management,
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Corporate Social Responsibility, Disaster Management Plan, Project Benefits,
Environment Management Cell.

PROCEEDINGS :
1. Shri Chandrakant Kamble, Deputy Surpanch, Gunjkheda Gram Panchayat.

The village is only 500 meters away from the industry. He enquired that which facilities
are provided to the village people by the company. Nothing has been done for the village
people by the company. Tree plantation done only in the factory premises. No tree
plantation is carried out by the industry, resulting into adverse effect on farming in the
nearby villages.

2. Shri Prashant Shahagadkar, Pulgaon.

Farmers in this area were affected due to operation of this company. No mitigation
measures are taken for soil pollution. Precautions has not been taken for gas leakages.
The farmers/ cultivators of this area are not present, it is necessary to note their
suggestions/ complaints /views / opinion. Therefore, it is requested to cancel this Public
Hearing and re-arrange the Public Hearing so that all farmers will be present.

3. Hon'ble Shri Ramdas Tadas, Member of Parliament, Wardha Constituency.

| always talked about the issue of pollution & its control measures. The people of this
area are not against the expansion of this company. People of this area shall get
employment. What measures have been taken for the raw material dumping in the
railway siding at Pulgaon, which cause problem to the people? What action has been
taken for control of pollution? Industries should be established without any risk in this
area. No employment will be generated without establishment of the industries,
therefore industries should come in this area. Employment should be given to the people
of this area. Therefore, training should be given. Skill Development Plan, which has

declared by the Prime Minister of India should be implemented to obtain skilled labours.

The local farmers have pollution problems, drinking water problem. Tree plantation
should be on open space in the village Gunjkheda. She demanded employment to the

local people. She supported expansion of the company.

9. Shri Ashok Panpalia, Pulgaon.

There is no problem to the people of Deoli. MIDC Office has established Deoli MIDC
Industrial Area in Deoli, therefore the peoples returns back, who are left Deoli in past.
Industries shall be established in this area. Problems of the peoples shall be solved in

time. We expect the development of Pulgaon. He supported expansion of the company.
