On tehalf of project proponent, Dr, Chaitanya Sathe of MITCON Consultancy and lngineerinS

Services Ltd,, who are eaviron.nental consultant to the project, made power point

presentatjon. lt was mentioned:ha: cu.rently camphor, sod;um acetate and resirs are major

products inanufactured at Jactory and subsequent to expansion in addition to existing products,

manufactlrring of few other organic chemicals ls also proposed. The proposed expansion is

planned in €xisting operational area of the plant. He aiso presented summary and conclusions

of basellne data study carried out. He mentioned that:ns:gnificant environmental impacts are

envisaged due to the proposed expansion and the same will be managed wilrr proper systems.

M.. R. !. €havan, project proponent replied to Mr. Gaikawad's suggestion on positive note and
meniioned thai ttrey will plant species of local origin and local stakeholde.s will be consulted
while developing green belt. Regional officer Mr. Dilip Khedkar mentoned that as per Mo:F
guidelines it is mandatory ao develop green belt on 330/0 oI total land of the project and MpCB

willbe monitoringthe complianceofthese aspects while issuing consentto operate.

M.. Dnayneshwar Gaikwad said that it is expected that the said expansion wiil provide jobs to
loca,people. He also mentioned that even ioday mostofthe people working in factoryare local

and hence, village has been benefited due to operational factory and propos€d expansion.

Mr. R.l Chavan replied that currently most of the workers working in ti-re factory are from
nearby villages and approximately 70% workers and supervisors are from local Raigad dist.ict.
He asaured that aner expansion also company, based oo the requirement, will prefer local
p6ople.

After llis discussions, as no questions or suggestions were raised by people, chairman Mr.
Satish ;?get menUoned complaint, which was not directly related to expansion bui related to
exlstlng oper3tjon, received f.om M.. (ashinath parathe . Hon. Chairman enquired whetherthe
complainant is present in hall; but, said complainant vras not present. Mr. (hedkar suggested
that project proponent should express its vtews on the complaint.

While addressing the complaint, Mr. R. L. Chavan mentioned that he has .eae;ved the
comp'aini letter just yeste.day from Tahsildar office. He informed that the main product of
aompany is camphor and the main raw material used is natural prodlcts like Alpia pinene,
.rude sulphate of turpentine, Gum turpentine e:c. The entire process is in run in closed system
ard hence, he assured that no hazardous gases are emitted. He also mentioned that adequate
measures have already been taken to controi & coniain emission from boiler. Flnher, he
infor.red that the officers from Tahsildar office, who served the complaint to project
paoponealr were taken lo manufacturing plant and were actually shown that no Such poisonous

and hazardous gas is emitied from lactory premises. They also did not tind any such emissions
indicating that the said complaint may not be valid.

Chairha. Mr. Satish Sagal noted various social welfare activities carried out by project
proponeri and suggested :o make the same nore comprehensive. He also expressed that
act vities ca.rled out under CSR project needs to be carrjed olt througt) consultation wiah iocal
administration and villagers; so that the activities are foc!sed and need based. He also explicitly
mentioned thai sarpanch, gramseval, taluka level offi.ers need to be consulted before carrying
oLt ri_ese aclivirips.

While concluding, hon. chairman thanked all comm:ttee members, off:cers) sarpanch, dy,
Sarpanch, Iocalvillagers, socialworkers, media person etc. fortheir cooperation for conduciing
public hearjn8. Once a8ain he asked gathering abolt any questions, su8gestions, €oncerns
regarding the project. looki.g at the questions asked during proceedi.gs and the satisfacto.y
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
