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MINUTES OF THE PUBLIC HEARING FOR PROPOSED 300.0 TPD
BIO-GAS PLANT BY USING FOOD WASTE FROM PUNE MUNICIPAL
CORPORATION AREA, AT GUT NO. 443, VILLAGE- AMBI, NEAR
TALEGAON DABHADE MIDC, TALUKA-MAVAL, DIST — PUNE OF
M/S NOBLEEXCHANGE ENVIRONMENT SOLUTIONS PUNE LLP.

The public hearing for proposed 300.0 TPD Bio-Gas Plant by
using food waste from Pune Municipal Corporation Area, at Gut
No.443, Village - Ambi, Near Talegaon Dabhade MIDC, Taluka-Maval,
Dist-Pune of M/s NobleExchange Environment Solutions Pune LLP.
Pune was conducted on 16" September, 2015 at 11.00 am at Shiv
Sonai Mangal Karyalaya, Ambi Phata, Village-Ambi, Tal-Maval, Dist-
Pune.

MPCB has constituted a Committee for conducting the public
hearing vide Office Order No.E-216 of 2015 under letter
no.BO/JD(WPC)/PH/B-3879, dated 05—9-2015.

Managing Partner of the project Shri Nuriel Pezarkar welcomed all
and informed general public that due to rapid industrialization and
urbanization, the people of nearby villages have to migrate in the big
cities as there are number of job opportunities. Naturally, this migration
daily generates thousands of tons of Municipal Solid Waste in the cities .
This has created a big problem of waste in the cities. The treatment and
disposal of MSW going through a critical phase in India. Now it is the
need of the time, that the waste should be treated scientifically, for this
treatment, the dry and wet waste should be segregated at source only.
Managing Partner of the project informed that M/s NobleExchange
Environment Solutions, Pune LLP, Pune has proposed to develop 300.0
TPD Bio-Gas Plant by using food waste as a raw material from Pune
Municipal Corporation Area. The proposed project will be partly
executed at Block No.48, Baner, Pune in the jurisdiction of Pune
Municipal Corporation Area, where crushing and slurry preparation of
pre-segregated food waste received from Pune Municipal Corporation
area will be prepared and the same will be carried at Gut No.443,
Village -Ambi, Taluka — Maval, Dist — Pune, where the transported slurry
from Baner plant will be converted into final product i.e Compressed Bio-
gas. The proposed plant will convert 300.0 Tons of bio-degradable
waste/food waste per day into Compressed Bio-Gas. The project is

committed for the environment protection and from the manufacturing
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activities until final product, we can say that the project is carrying the
theme of Hon'ble Prime Minister of India “SWACH BHARAT
ABHIYAN.” He requested Convener of the meeting to start the
proceedings of the meeting.

Shri Devidas Pralhad Koparkar, Convener of the said meeting
welcomed the Hon’ble Chairman, company representatives, general
public who were present in large number and informed that, as per the
EIA Notification of Govt. of India, MoEF dated 14" September, 20086, it is
mandatory to conduct the prior public hearing in the radius of 10.0 km
where the project is to be installed. The Sub Regional Office, Pune-ll,
MPCB, Pune was in receipt of an application from project proponent M/s
NobleExchange Environment Solutions Pune LLP, Pune for to conduct
the public hearing for their proposed 300.0 TPD Bio-Gas Plant by using
food waste as a raw material from Pune Municipal Corporation Area at
Gut No.443, Village - Ambi, Taluka- Maval, Dist-Pune. The proposed
project will be partly executed at Block N0.48, Baner, Pune in the
jurisdiction of Pune Municipal Corporation Area, where crushing and
slurry preparation of pre-segregated food waste received from Pune
Municipal Corporation area will be carried out and partly at Gut No.443,
At Post-Ambi, Ambi-Nigade Road, Near Talegaon Dabhade MIDC,
Taluka — Maval, Dist — Pune, where the transported slurry from Baner

will be converted to final product Compressed Bio-gas. The proposed
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plant will convert 300.0 Tons of bio-degradable waste per day into
Compressed Bio-Gas.

Convener of the meeting said that as per the Notification, the
proposed project falls under 7 (1) (b) category as per Schedule which
requires Environment Clearance from State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority (SEIAA).

Convener further informed that the aim of conducting public hearing is
to make aware, local people who can be participant in the hearing and
they should know the developmental activities and environment
management plan of the unit. As per said Notification, one month
advance public notice was published in the local newspapers in Daily
Loksatta for Marathi and in The Indian Express for English on 15-08-
2015 in which the general public were appealed to send their objections
or suggestions if any for the proposed project.

So also a copy of EIA report and executive summery was also
made available at various offices of government i.e. District Magistrate
Office, Pune, Sub Regional Office, Pune-ll, MPCB, Pune, Regional
Office, MPCB, Pune and at Head Office of MPCB at Mumbai, Zilla
Parishad, Pune, District Industries Centre, Pune, Tahsil Office, Maval,
Village Ambe Grampanchayat, , Tal — Maval, Dist-Pune, Environment
Department, Govt. of Maharashtra, Mumbai. The Convener further

iInformed that, not a single objection in writing was received by the Sub
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will remain clean. He informed in detail the efforts carried by the NGOs
few years back with Talegaon Municipal Council of collecting and
segregating dry and wet waste. Shri Sumedh Bapat, Technical Director
of the project welcomed the suggestion and informed that at present the
agreement is made with Pune Municipal Corporation. In future, if at all
project proponent get the segregated bio-degradable waste only, they
will plan to collect the raw material from local areas.

Shri Koparkar, Convener of the public hearing committee informed
that MPCB has already directed the local bodies to ear-mark 25% of
their total budget for protection of environment. Hence it is possible for
every local body to implement the directives of segregating the dry and
wet waste at source only.

Shri Nuriel Pezarkar, Managing Partner of the project informed that
Pune Municipal Corporation is segregating 54% MSW at source. The
local bodies of nearby areas may take the issue as case study.

Shri Jitendra Bhosale, Member, Ambi Grampanchayat , resident of
Ambi village opined that though the company promises that waste water
generated in the process will be sent back again at Baner for crushing, if
at all it is not sent, it will be released in the nearby area which will pollute
the environment. The treated waste water should not be disposed off
outside the project premises. Shri Pezarkar, Managing Partner of the

project informed that 36-37% of treated waste water will be used for
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gardening in the company’s own premises. Hence there will be shortage
of treated waste water for gardening also.

Shri Pradip Bansode, resident of Ambi village asked why the
project is brought long way from Baner , Pune to Ambi village where the
project proponent will get the slurry as raw material. So also what will
pe benefit to the local people of the product. Company officials informed
that the end product ie.. bio-gas will be useful to the industries located
nearby the area. So also the manure which will be generated will be
made available to the nearby farmers. Shri Pradip Bansode again opined
that as the land is already acquired by MIDC, there is no field/land for
agriculture. So also how much manure will be made available to local
people. Company officials informed that 5% manure will be made
available to the local people. Chairman of the Committee opined that
local grampanchayat i.e. Ambi Grampanchayat should be taken into
confidence regarding making available 5% manure to local people and
also regarding the treated waste water disposal which will be sent back
again to Baner agency. Company officials promised for the same.

Shri Prafulla Shinde, resident of Vadvali village opined that the
village Golewadi is adjacent to the project i.e. 200-300 mtr. Away from
the proposed project. The villagers of Golewadi should not suffer due

to the noise, smell and waste water from the project. Chairman of the



committee directed project proponent to give assurance to the local
people.

Mrs. Nayana Ravindra Aabhale, President of Maval Paryavarn
Savardhan Sangh opined that this project may prove an idol project to
our country, but the project proponent should give assurance of
environment management, so that local people will get confidence.

Advocate Ganesh Jagtap, resident of Talegaon Dabhade asked if
the project proponent will get the food waste from nearby hotels in
future, whether it will be accepted by the project proponent or not and
opined that this project may become one of the idol project if at all the
guidelines of Environment Management is strictly followed.

Shri Santosh Laxman Jadhav, resident of Talegaon Dabhade and
President of Nisarga Raja Sanstha asked about the present capacity and
future expansion plans of the project. Project proponent informed that
in the first phase 300 Ton/ Day capacity and in the Il nd phase, it will
increased upto 500 Ton/Day. Hence while expansion from 300 Ton/Day
to 500 Ton/Day lifting of food waste of nearby areas will be definitely
considered. Chairman of the Committee here again directed project
proponent to give assurance that in the future expansion, the food waste
of hotels of the nearby areas will be lifted with making agreement with
District Administration. Chairman of the Committee further opined that

this project should prove as “Role Model”.



Advocate Jagtap, resident of Talegaon Dabhade asked to explain
the details of education buget for which the company officials promised
to spent under CSR Fund. Chairman of the Committee opined that the
area is self-sufficient in the field education as there are no. of education
institutes in the area. The company should focus on Ambi village for
developmental project and Grampanchayat Ambi should be taken into
confidence. Company officials promised for the same.

Shri Dinesh Balsavar, resident of Kamshet who is local agriculturist
supported the project as we are short of manure, which will be made
available due to this project.

Shri Waman Warange, resident of Ambiwadi, Member of Ambi
Grampanchayat asked whether the company has enough space for
expansion. He opined that the waste water from the project should not
be drown in the company premises also. The storage tanks should be
constructed by RCC only. So also the company should give written
assurance that their technology is upto the mark and will not cause any
damage to the environment. Shri Pazakar, Managing Director of the
project informed that the project proponent has obtained validation from
the National Bio-Energy Board (NBB), Ministry of Non-Conventional
Energy Sources (MNES) and NCL, Pune , which are established

institutions of Govt. of India.



Shri Waman Warange, further asked whether the Grampanchayat
can charge extra taxes on the project after expansion for their additional
construction. Chairman of the Committee opined that as per the
provisions in the Law, the project proponent should pay the
grampanchayat tax.

Shri Sameer Jadhav, resident of Golewadi asked whether the
company will lift 50.0 ton manure every day after production. Project
Proponent informed that the manure will be lifted on daily basis. So
there is no possibility of smell nuisance.

Shri Santosh Dabhade, local resident opined that the local
villagers are afraid of the pollution and smell nuisance due to this project
and suggested that project proponent should give an opportunity to team
of local people, local environmentalist to visit the Bangalore plant of the
project proponent to avoid the fear of the local people.

After detailed discussions, it is suggested as under —

1) The project proponent will take the Grampanchayat Ambi in
confidence while making available 5% manure to local people and
also disposal of treated waste water by sending to Baner Plant,
Pune;

2) As promised, the company will carry out the activities under CSR
Fund. The detailed information of CSR fund will be mentioned in
the report. So also while executing the developmental project
under CSR , the priority will be given to Ambi Village.
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3) The project proponent will implement Environment Management
Plan as promised;

4) The company is allowed to approach to State Environment Impact
Assessment Authority (SEIAA) for obtaining Environmental
Clearance.

Chairman of the Committee thanked all government officials,
company officials and particularly general public who attended the
meeting.
