“Lokmat” in Marathi
and “Hindustan Times" in English dated 12.12.2015, one month before this public
hearing and appealing public to participate in the public hearing and file
suggestions, views, comments and objections to Regional Office, Maharashtra
Pollution Control Board (MPCB), Sidhivinayak Sankul, 3rd Floor, Near Oak Baug,
Station Road, Kalyan ( West ) Dist: Thane. He further informed that the executive
summaries, both in English and Marathi, and the EIA Report as submitted by the
project proponent pertaining to this project were made available at different Govt.

Shri Nitin Shinde informed that MPCB has not received any objection/complaint in
writing, from the public till date.

He welcomed the people present from surrounding villages and appealed them to
express their views after giving their names, addresses, also he requested to the
public to write their names in the attendance register with signature and instructed
the project proponent to give presentation on the proposed project.

The representative of the Project Proponent (M/s. Century Rayon), Mr. Milind
Bhandarkar welcomed dignitaries & others who had come to attend the Public
Hearing. He gave a brief description about the company profile & the certifications
received like 1SO 9001, ISO 14001, OSHAS 18001, Step Audit Certification,
Responsible Care Logo, etc. He also mentioned about the various Awards &
Recognition received by the company.

Technical Presentation of the proposed project was made by Mr. Rohit Mainkar,
representative of the Consultant, for expansion of Viscose Filament Yarn from
25,000 TPA to 30,000 TPA at Shahad, Tal. Ulhasnagar, Dist Thane. He explained
the details about the expansion, increase in by-products of Sodium Sulphate from
16,272 to 19,350 TPA, location of the expansion site which is within the plant
premises, highlighting the green belt zone in and around the complex, the project
requirements, the base line monitoring results within 10 Km describing about
Ambient Air quality Monitoring, Noise Level Monitoring, Surface Water Monitoring,
Ground Water Sampling, Soil Sampling etc. He explained about the manufacturing
process of Viscose Filament Yarn & by-product Anhydrous Sodium Sulphate. He
further elaborated about the various control measures abatement of pollution of
Air, Water, Soil & Noise. He also highlighted the various CSR activities under taken
by the company for social & economic development. His presentation also covered

the occupation health surveillance & the various safety activities & effective safety
measure adopted by the company.

After the technical presentation, Dr. (Mrs) Ashwini Joshi, Chairman of the
committee appealed to the people to present their views / queries and accordingly
Project proponent shall give clarifications regarding the objections filed. The views/
objections expressed by the public shall be recorded in the minutes of public
hearing which are to be submitted further to Ministry of Environment Forest

1. Shri. Prashant Rajaram Bhoir, resident of Shahad Gaonthan, Kalyan
inquired about the various CSR activities undertaken by the Management of
Century Rayon.

Mr. Subodh Dave, Jt. President (P & A) - Century Rayon briefly explained
about the CSR activities, some of which are given as under:

. Computer distribution to poor students.

. Construction of toilets for Schools.

] Medical check up camps for general public in nearby rural areas and
free follow up treatment, in case required, at Century Rayon hospital

. Medical checkup camp for Adolescent Girls, follow up and treatment

. Free drinking water supply from Company to Shahad Gaonthan and
Dhakte Shahad areas.

o Provision of Sanitation facilities in nearby areas.

. Medical checkup, etc

2. Smt. Shobha Khanna, School Teacher, Shahad asked about the
employment requirement for the proposed expansion.

Mr. Subodh Dave, Jt. President, Century Rayon explained that presently
90% of the workmen are people having Maharashtra State domicile and
further said that there will be manpower requirement of 150 Nos. of skilled,
semiskilled and unskilled type, which will be employed in phased manner as
the expansion of production commences. Further Mr. Dave explained that
in every new lot taken for employment, there is a fixed quota for persons
from Shahad Gaon and Dhakte Shahad. Also for each on roll workmen, one
son suitable, in terms of age and qualification, is given preference in
employment. Preference is also given to other needy local candidates

3. Dr. J B Sangewar, Regional Officer, MPCB enquired about the mcreaséd
in CS, emissions due to expansion of VFY.

Mr. Rohit Mainkar, replied that, prediction of ground level concentrations
(GLC'’s) due to proposed expansion project has been made by AERMOD
version 8.1 as per CPCB guidelines. It is US-EPA approved model to predict
the air quality. The model uses rural dispersion and regulatory defaults
options as per guidelines on air quality models (PROBES/70/1997-1998)
According to this there will only be incremental rise in CSz concentration 1.e
6.46 ug/m3. The cumulative emission of which will still be much below the
prescribed limits.
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Inall, 91 people had signed on the register and were present for the public hearing.

Dr. (Mrs) Ashwini Joshi, Collector, Thane, Chairman of the Public Hearing panel,
appealed to public about any objection/queries/suggestions to be raised Then no
