Ravnidra Khanjanji, Additional District Magistrate (A
representative nominated by the District Collector, Nagpur). Shri. Ashok Kare, Regional Officer,
M.P.C.Board, Nagpur was the member of the public hearing panel and Shri.Anand Katole, Sub-
Regional Officer, M.P.C.Board, Nagpur-il act as a convener. The Pubiic Hearing started at 12.00
noon with the permission of the Chairman of the Public Hearing Panel. Attendance of the People
present during the Public Hearing is attached as Annexure-|.

BACKGROUND :

Instaliation of new unit for production of 6000 MTPA Manganese Oxide located at Plot No.
A-11/8, MIDC Butibori, Dist Nagpur by M/s. Veracity Natural Resources Puvt. Ltd.

The region shall also be benefited from the project as there will be direct employment of
people in the Manganese Oxide plant. Preference will be given to the people of the state having
requisite skill and qualification criteria. Aiso there will be lot of scope for indirect employment in and
around the project site like in transportation sector. The estimated direct manpower required after
the proposed project shall be 28 (25 skilled & 3 supervisory staff), comprising administrative,
technical, non-technical, skilled and unskilled workforce. Necessary air pollution control
arrangements such as Wet Scrubber and adequate height dust collector will be provided.

PURPOSE AND PROCEDURE :

With the permission of Chairman of Public Hearing, Sub-Regional Officer-II, MPCB, Nagpur
has started public hearing by welcoming the Chairman and member of public hearing panel, local
citizens from the village and others presents.

Shri Ravindra Khanjanji, Additional District Magistrate and the Chairman of the Public
Hearing Panel informed that this Public Hearing is for recording the views/objects/suggestions of the
participants regarding the project and the proceedings will be communicated as it is to the
Government for further consideration. He also clarified that this panel is not hers to take decision for
approval or reject of the project. He then appealed the participants to express their views/comments
regarding this proposed project.

Sub-Regional Officer-ll, MPCB, Nagpur explained the purpose of conducting this public
hearing that as per MoEF, GOI Notification SO 80(E) of 27" January, 1994 and amended on 14"
September, 2006. The notices for the public hearing was published in two local widely circulated
news papers i.e. the ‘Hitavada' {English) and ‘Navrashtral' (Marathi) on 10-12-2020. Copies of the
same are enclosed as Annexure-Il.

Copies of the executive summary / EIA containing salient features of the project & EIA both
in English and in Marathi and other information/documents were made available to the public by
making these documents available in various Govt. offices as well as local Gram Panchayat as per
MoEF GOI Natification. Suggestions, comments and objections of the public were called in writing
till before the date of Public Hearing from the publication of the notice. This office has received 2
representation during the public hearing. The public hearing panel was constituted vide MPC Board
Office Order No. E-02/2020 vide letter No. BO/AD/(WPC)/PH/B-13 dtd. 02.01.2020. Copy of the

same is enclosed as Annexure-Ii.
