The public hearing for proposed expansion in the existing unit for sugar crushing from
6,000 TCD to 7,500 TCD and Molassesbased distillery plant from 90.0 KLPD to 120.0
KLPD of M/s Daund Sugar Limited, Gut No.99, Alegaon, Tal-Daund, Dist — Pune was
conducted on 19" June, 2019 at the site of the said industry.

Shri Nitin Shinde, Sub Regiona! Officer, Pune-l, MPCB, :Pune and Member,
Convener of the Public Hearing Committee welcomed Hon'ble Chairperson of the Public
Hearing Committee, Company Officials, Government Officials and public who were
present in large number and informed that as per the EIA Notification of Ministry of
Environment, Forest & Climate Change, Govt. of India, (i.e. MoEFCC, Gol} dated 14"
September, 2006 as amended on 1%t December, 2009, it is mandatory to conduct prior
public consultation to certain projects which are covered in the schedule of the said
Notification.



He informed that the Sub Regional Office, Pune-l, MPCB, Pune was in receipt of
application of M/s Daund Sugar Limited, Gut No.99, Alegaon, Tal-Daund, Dist — Pune
for proposed sugar crushing from 6,000 TCD to 7,500 TCD and Molasses based
distillery plant from 90.0 KLPD to 120.0 KLPD at the existing site of the industry.

The Member, Convener further informed that the project is in operation outside of
notified industrial area and as per EIA Notification, 2006 the category of project falls
Category ‘A’as per production i.e. sugarcane crushing capacity 5 (j) and Distillery 5 (g).
The aim of conducting prior public consultation is to make aware, local people who can
be participant in the hearing and they should know the developmental activities and
Environment Management Plan of the unit.

Member, Convener of the meeting informed that as per the Notification of MoEF
& CC, Gol, New Delhi, the sugarcane crushing capacity more than 5,000 TCD falls under
Category B and the distillery project falls under Category A. Hence the project proponent
had submitted online prescribed application along with pre-feasibility report to the
MoEFCC,Go! for Terms of Reference (ToR) to conduct EIA studies on 11" October,
2017 and MoEFCC, Gol, New Delhi considered the project and given online approval on
16" November, 2017.

As per said Notification, 30 days’ advance public notice was published in the
local newspapers in Daily Loksatta for Marathi and in national newspaper daily Indian
Express for English on 18-05-2019. The public were appealed to send their suggestions
or objections regarding the proposed expansion of the concerned unit.

Also a copy of EIA report and executive summery were made available at various
notified offices of Governmént i.e. Ministry of Environment, Forest & Climate Change,
West-East Division Office, New Secretariat Building, Ground Floor, East Wing, Civil
Lines, Nagpur — 440 001; District Magistrate Office-Pune; Additional District Magistrate
Office-Pune; Zilla Parishad Office-Pune; District Industries Centre-Office, Pune; Tahsil
Office-Daund, Dist-Pune; Grampanchayat offices at Lingali, Boribel, Alegaon, Khorwadi,
Deulgaon Taje, Tal — Daund, Dist- Pune; Sub Regional Office, MPCB, Pune-l; Regional
Office, MPCB, Pune and at Head Office of M.>CB at Mumbai; Environment Department,
Govt. of Maharashtra, Mumbai and on the website of MPCB. The public in general were
appealed to send any suggestion or objection regarding the expansion of above project.
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The Member, Convener further informed that not a single objection is received by local
MPCB Office, Pune. He appealed Chairperson of the Committee to allow to start the

proceedings.

Dr. Jayashree Katare, Chairperson of Public Hearing Committee welcomed all
and informed officials of the project to explain the details of pollution control devices and
environment management plan of the project in local language Marathi. She also.
appealed general public to give objection / suggestion if any about the project after their

technical presentation.

The Environment Consultant appointed by the company has given the
presentation of the expansion project and Environment Management Plan in detail.
After the presentations, Public Hearing Committee appealed participant to give their
suggestions or objections regarding the Environment Management Plan of the proposed
expansion of the project.
