Shri Ashok Kare, Regional Officer,
M.P.C.Board, Nagpur, member of panel Additional district collector Shri. Rajesh Khawale
were present to public hearing. Smt Hema Deshpande, Sub-Regional Officer, M.P.C.Board,
Bhandara was convener of the said Public Hearing. About 40 people were participated public
hearing.

District Mining Officer, Collector Office, Gondia, vide letter dated 10/11/2021 has

submitted proposal for carrying out public hearing of Thirty One Sand Ghats in Gondia
district, which requires Environmental Clearance from the Ministry of Environment, Govt. of
Maharashtra. The Head office of the Board, vide e-mail dated 15" November 2021 had
accorded approval to conduct public hearing procedure. Following guidelines stipulated
under EIA Notification dated 14 Sep 2006, amended dtd 1/12/2009, venue, date and time
was finalized after consultation with the District Magistrate, Gondia. The Board office vide
letter no. MPCB/BO/JD (WPC)/PH/B- 211215 FTS-0234 dtd 15/12/2021 issued office order to
conduct public Hearing within at Meeting Hall, Collector Office, Dist-Gondia, on 22 ‘
December 2021 at 2.00 PM under the chairmanship of District Magistrate, Gondia, (copy

enclosed).

Advertise of the said public Hearing was published in English daily “The Hitvada” &
Marathi daily “Tarun Bharat” dtd 18" November 2021 with thirty days period to receive

objections of the concerns. (Copies enclosed).

No objections, memorandums were received before Public Hearing,

Public Hearing proceedings started at 2.00 PM after due permission of the
Chairperson. Convener Hema Deshpande during her introductory speech explained
procedure of public hearing and cleared that, public hearing committee doesn’t have right to
recommend or to approve project. The proceeding of public hearing along with received
written objections/memorandums and video recording will be submitted to the Ministry for
further needful action. She then invited Mining Department, Collector Office, Gondia
representative to give power point presentation of proposed Sand Ghat projects,

Mining officer Gondia has given background for the proposed mining proposal. He
told that as per Maharashtra sand policy 03.09.2019, District Mining Officer is project
proponent initially and after auction of sand ghats Environmental Clearance will be
transferred to successful bidder. Total 68 sand ghats are surveyed but 31 ghats are finalized
for EC by Taluka level Technical Committee headed by Tahsildar and team members are Dy.
Engineer Irrigation Department, Junior Geologist appointed by Directorate of Geology and
Mining, Junior Geologist from G.S.DA. Gondia and representative Maharashtra Pollution
Control Board. Manual method of mining will be adopted for scooping of sand from
designated area of River bed. He asked Representative of a Technical Consultancy M/s
Anacon Laboratory for said sand Ghat projects to give power point presentations in Marathi.
Details of proposed project, Present Environmental status, Impact of proposed project &
Environmental mitigation measures for each sand ghat was presented by them in power

point presentation.
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smt Hema Deshpande, convener of the hearing invited present people to put their views,

objections etc. regarding project.

Points discussed are as under.

1. Shri. Laxman Thakre, Tedwa.

The Tedwa Village is nearest to sand mining activity.

Due to narrow and unconstructed road the problem of dust emissions due to
transportation of vehicular movement, which affect the villagers.

The crop yield affected due to vehicular movement, because dust settled on
agriculture land located near the kachha road.

Regular water sprinkling not done on kachha road.

Villagers comfortable to transportation of sand If, the Govt. has made a
provision of tar road.

2. Shri. Pralhad Chaudhary, Ghatkurda.

The two big sand ghats located near Ghatkurda Village, which use internal
village road for sand transportation, which may create accident due to
continuous transpoktation of sand.

Villager may face the problems of dust emissions due to irregular water
sprinkling.

Villagers comfortable to transportation of sand If, the Govt. has made a
provision of tar road.

While giving so many reminders about release of mining fund to local
Grampanchayat, but Govt. yet to take any decision.

Due to heavy transportation of sand it is possibility to damage village road and
ultimately accident may cause.

3. Shri. H.P. Gajbhiye. Danguli.

Most of the time sand transportation carried out in night-time, which is create
dust emissions and tribble to local villagers.

Generally, kachha road is used for transportation activity, which may increase
road accident.

It is requested to carry out sand transportation outside road located near the
village, so as it not creates any problem to villagers.

The Govt. shall make a provision and release amount to local Grampanchayat
for repairing of village road, which is affected by sand transportation.

4. Shri. Ajay Bisen, Bondli.

Generally, Govt. has carried out tree plantation behind the kachha road, which
is located in flood control line and ultimately the trees may vanish due to
flood. Suggested to carry out tree plantation behind tar village road.

Govt. shall make a separate road for sand transportation outside village
boundary, so as the local villagers not face problem of dust emissions.

Govt. shall make available the mining budget for local Grampanchayat.

Carry out water sprinkling from every 2 hours. On kachha road. Also, restrict

sand transportation after 6.0 pm.




PROJCT PROPONENT :

The authority of the project proponent has given reply on the questions and opinion
raised during public hearing.

The Govt. is in process to make provision for additional funds for construction
of metal road subject to approval.

We have provision to carry out regular water sprinkling on kachha road, so as
minimize dust emissions.

If, possible transportation should be carrying out outside road only.

The proposal to be submitted for provision / issuance of separate mining fund
to concern Grampanchayat, if approved by Govt.

Tree planation shall be carrying out near the constructed village road.

The sand mining activity shall be carry out 6.0 am to 6.0 pm as per Govt.
Notification.

Direction may issue to concern contractor to carry out water sprinkling every 2
hours. on kachha road.
