An environmental public hearing in respect of proposed Expansion of MS Billets 750
TPD to 2000 TPD & Environmental Clearance for Rolling Mills for Manufacturing of
TMT Bars 2000 TPD proposed at Plot No. G-7, G-7 Part, G-8, G-9, G-10/1, G-10/2, G-11,
Additional MIDC, Phase-11, Jalna, Tq & Dist: Jalna, Maharashtra by M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling
Mills Pvt. Ltd.. was conducted on 07/07/2022 at 11.30 a.m. at M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills
Pvt. Ltd..Plot No. G-7. G-7 Part, G-8, G-9, G-10/1, G-10/2, G-11, Additional MIDC, Phase-II,
Jalna, Tq. Dist: Jalna, Maharashtra.

A list of members and public participants present for Public Hearing is annexed herewith.
All those present were given welcome by Dr. Yogini Balankhe, Field Officer from Maharashtra
Pollution Control Board, and started the proceedings of said public hearing with the permission
of the Chairman of said Public Hearing Panel. She stated that “today, we are gathered here for
conducting the Environmental Public Hearing by Maharashtra Pollution Control Board regarding
the proposed Expansion Project of MS Billets 750 TPD to 2000 TPD & Environmental
Clearance for Rolling Mills for Manufacturing of TMT Bars 2000 TPD in respect of M/s.
Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd., Plot No. G-7, G-7 Part, G-8, G-9, G-10/1, G-10/2, G-11,
Additional MIDC, Phase-11, Jalna, Tq. & Dist: Jalna”. She stated that as per the Ministry of
Environment, Forests & Climate Change, Govt. of India, New Delhi Notification dated
14/09/2006, the said project falls under ‘B’ Category for which Environmental Clearance is
necessary from MoEF&CC and as a part of it, it is mandatory to conduct the Environmental
Public Hearing. The application of M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd. for conducting
Environmental Public Hearing was received to MPCB on 12/05/2022, accordingly, with the
permission of the Hon’ble District Collector, Jalna, the date and time for said public hearing was
fixed on 07/07/2022 at 11.30 a.m. The public notice regarding the Environmental Public Hearing
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is published in the newspapers Daily Sakal (Marathi) and the Times of India (English) dated
06/06/2022 before 30 days as per the rules. The copies of (Information Booklet) Environment
Impact Assessment and Executive Summary of the said project were placed at various
concerned Government Offices in the district and offices of Maharashtra Pollution Control Board
at Mumbai, Aurangabad and Jalna as well as hoisted on the website of Mabharashtra Pollution
Control Board for information and study to the citizens and the purpose of which was that the
citizens can record their suggestions, notes or objections, if any regarding said project by
studying it within 30 days, and they may record the same during the public hearing. Accordingly,
some suggestions/objections regarding the said public hearing are received at the Sub-Regional
Office. M.P.C. Board. Jalna for which she requested Shri S.M. Kurmude, the Convener of
Environmental Public Hearing to brief regarding the same. Shri Kurmude stated that an public
notice regarding the public hearing was published in the newspapers Daily Sakal and The Times
of India as well as the documents were placed at local Government offices like, Grampanchayat
Office, Daregaon, Zilla Parishad Office, Jalna, Collector Office, Jalna, Tehsil Office, Jalna,
Municipal Council, Jalna, District Industries Centre, Jalna, according to which, two objections
from Shri. Sarandhar Balaji Dhawale, Daregaon village, Tal. Dist Jalna one in English and one in
Marathi dated 24/06/2022 are received, both are having one and same contains and according to
the information hoisted on website of Maharashtra Pollution Control Board, two
supportive/supporting suggestions. i/e/ one from Shri Sunanda Reddy, Telangana and one from
Shri H. Madhubabu, Hyderabad are received. In this respect, he requested the Factory
Representative to express their opinion, upon which, Shri Nitin Kabra, the Director of the
proposed project stated that they will answer about the said objections/suggestions and will
submit the same to M.P.C. Board. Regarding a news dated 18/06/2022 mentioned in one of the
objections, Shri Kurmude clarified that it is not correct as the Maharashtra Pollution Control
Board has published a public notice regarding public hearing in the newspapers Daily Sakal and
the Times of India dated 06/06/2022, 30 days before the date of public hearing as per rules and
accordingly the documents regarding the public hearing were placed at various Government
offices. Then, Shri Kurmude requested the Project Proponent to brief the information of their
existing as well as proposed Expansion Project.

Then, Shri Rajesh Mankar, the Project Consultant from M/s. Sri Sai Manasa Nature
Tech Pvt. Ltd., Hyderabad started the power point presentation of the existing and proposed
project including the details of project, environmental pollution, plans, devices, control measures
to be taken thereof and stated that the proposed project is for Expansion of MS Billets from 750
TPD to 2000 TPD and Environmental Clearance for Rolling Mill for Manufacturing of TMT
Bars — 2000 TPD and today’s public hearing has been organized at the project site of M/s.
Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd. and he showed a slide showing the address of said project.
He stated that a TOR (Terms of Reference) has been received to M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling
Mills Pvt. Ltd. from State Environment Impact Assessment Authority (SEIAA) for the proposed
Expansion Project, according to which they have carried out the baseline monitoring study
through Environment Consultant, M/s. Sri Sai Manasa Nature Tech Pvt. Ltd. and have submitted
the Draft Environment Impact Assessment and according to which all of us are gathered here for
the public hearing. The factory of M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd. has been
established in the year 2004. He showed names of the Directors of the Company. The total land
available for the project is 11.80 hectares out of which 33% of land of the total land will be
developed as Green Belt. Then he concluded the power point presentation of said project.



Then, Shri S.M. Kurmude, Sub-Regional Officer, MPCB, Jalna & Convener of Public
Hearing Panel requested the public participants that if anybody would like to ask any question,
doubt, etc. regarding said project, same may be asked by telling their own name & village.

During the course of public hearing, certain questions related with said project raised by
the public participants and panel members and answered the same by the Project Proponent are
as below:

1. Shri. Anil Shinde, a resident of Jalna town asked whether effluent will be
generated from the said project, if so, what measures will be taken thereof, upon
which. Shri Nitin Kabra, the Director of the Project replied that no any type of
effluent generates from the project and whatever the water required daily is top-up
and whatever water evaporates after getting hot during cooling of machineries,
only water equal to the water loss though evaporation is feed back in the project;
and no any type of effluent generates from the said project.

2, Shri Balu Vinayakrao Sultane, a resident of village Chandanzira, Tq. & Dist:
Jalna asked the Project Proponent whether trees will be planted in their company
and how many and where the trees will be planted. Shri Kabra replied that as
reported in the introduction, 33% area is reserved for planting the trees. At
present also, the company is having more than 5000 trees planted and it will be
increased again in the coming days.

3. Shri Kashinath Gore, a resident of village Chandanzira, Tq. & Dist: Jalna stated
that big sound is generate from the project due to which causes noise pollution
and asked about the measures to be taken to reduce the same, upon which Shri
Kabra stated that noise pollution is troublesome to the workers working near the
machineries for which personal protective equipments like ear plug, etc. are
provided to the workers and more other arrangements are done and complete care
is taken so as not to cause the noise pollution outside the company.

4. Shri Vishal Parmeshwar Kadam, a resident of village Dawalwadi, Tq. & Dist:
Jalna asked about the planning to be done for smoke emitted from the stack. Shri
Kabra stated that the air emitted while separating iron is sent by purifying it and
this system is already in existing project and same will be followed in the
proposed project. Shri S.M. Kurmude, Sub-Regional Officer, MPCB, Jalna &
Convener of Public Hearing Panel after asking about upgradation in air pollution
control system, Shri Kabra stated that they are the first to provide secondary
fumes collection system at their existing unit under the guidance of the Hon’ble
District Collector & MPCB. In the earlier period, at the time of charging, lot of
smoke was being emitted from the upper side of the shed, such smoke now, will
be captured through secondary fumes extraction system and dust will be separated
from smoke and metal will also be extracted from the dust and such secondary
emission control system has been provided at their existing unit and same is in
operation smoothly since last one year and this technology is used for separating
the dust particles from the dust.



Shri Vikas Jalindar Kadam, a resident of village Bhilpuri, Tq. & Dist: Jalna
asked about the requirement of water for the factory and how it will be fulfilled.
Shri Kabra stated that about 6 — 6.5 Lakh Ltrs./day of water requires for the
factory and the source of which is rain water collected in a artificial created dam
and it is used throughout the year. Besides, this, one MIDC water connection is
also there from which also they use water.

Shri Pankaj Vijay Talkar, a resident of village Chandanzira, Tq. & Dist: Jalna
asked whether trees can be planted outside the factory, upon which Shri Kabra
stated that most of the time, the said project has planted trees in most of the areas
of Jalna district under the Social Responsibility and in this year, they have started
a project of planting 20000 trees at Parsi Tekadi and the preparation of the same
has been started from last three months and now, planting is also started.

Shri H. Madhubabu, the Environment Volunteer, Hyderabad stated that he has
already sent a letter regarding some suggestions and requested to consider the
same, upon which Shri Kurmude stated that a note of the same is taken.

Shri Arun Balkishan Swami, a resident of Jalna town asked about the measures
taken for the solid waste generated from the project. Shri Kabra stated that the
solid waste, i.e. slag generated during melting of iron in furnace is separated and
converted into sand through treatment and make available the same for use in
construction. He also stated that it is very unique project and since last fifteen
years the construction work has been done without taking any type of river sand
on the factory permission.

Shri V. Sunanda Reddy, an Environmentalist, Telangana gave his best wishes
and support to the management. He stated that he is the first Environmentalist to
support the industrial development. In his opinion, unemployment is the major
pollution to the society, as a practical Environmentalist, he is requesting the
Public Hearing Panel to recommend MoEF&CC to please exempt the public
hearing system in MIDC Areas, as he feels that public hearing process takes three
year time, the factory is providing approximately 350 jobs and as it will take three
years time, employment opportunities will go three years back and also MIDC
specifically is the Industrial Area and once it is declared as Industrial Area, there
are specific restrictions and conditions for pollution control measures, which is
the same and repeated situation, stated by him. He further stated that he is
experienced Environmentalist of 65 years old not facing a single health problem
till today, he is experiencedly demanding the Ministry of Environment to please
exempt the public hearing process, which is his suggestion. As an environment
safety, he suggested to take water harvesting as factory is having approx. 29 acres
of land and approx. 10 Cr. Litres of rain water receives every year in the area, so
he suggested to construct water harvest structure, to plant avenue and village
plantation, to take fruit bearing plants and medical plant, which are very useful.
Shri Kurmude stated that his suggestions are noted. Shri Reddy once again
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gave his best wishes for the project and stated that he congratulates the
Environmental Consultancy who has prepared a good EIA report.

Shri Ganesh Tukkaram Dhawale, the Ex. Sarpanch, Daregaon, Tq. & Dist:
Jalna asked whether something can be done for their village through CSR funds,
upon which Shri Kabra stated that definitely, and previously e-learning project
was conducted in the school of their village and will definitely help in coming
period also as per the suggestions. Shri Dhawale requested to do something about
Cemetery (Smashan Bhoomi) of their village, upon which Shri Kabra stated that
said proposal will be placed before their management and accordingly positive
reply will be given. Shri Dhawale further requested to plant only 100 trees at
their village, but it shall be planted with tree guard and it is agreed by the Director
of Project.

Shri Ramkisan Dhawale, the Sarpnch, Daregaon, Tq. Dist: Jalna requested to
give more and more employment to the people in their village, upon which Shri
Kabra said Okay and stated that at present also maximum youths from Daregaon
are employed in the existing project and preference will be given for employment
to the people of Daregaon in the proposed expansion project.

Dr. Yogini Balanhe requested the women present during the public hearing for
expressing their views regarding said project, but none of them said anything.

Shri Parmeshwar Santosh Luhe, resident of village Chandanzira, Tq. & Dist:
Jalna asked whether job will get to local people, upon which Shri Kabra stated
that at present also more than 75% of local people are employed in the existing
project and preference will be given for the local people in the proposed project.

Assuming that nobody is having any question, notes, objections, etc. regarding said
project, Dr. Yogini Balankhe, Field Officer from MPCB, Jalna with the permission of the
Chairman of Public Hearing Panel concluded the Public Hearing with a vote of thanks to all the
public participants. The copies of suggestions/objections received regarding the said project and
the replies given to them by the Project Proponent are enclosed herewith.

Lastly, the Public Hearing ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
