An environmental public hearing in respect of proposed Expansion project of MS
Billets 750 TPD to 2000 TPD & for Expansion of Rolling Mills for Manufacturing of TMT
Bars — 833.33 to 2000 TPD project location at Gut No. 30, Village Daregaon (Adjacent to
MIDC Jalna), Tq. & Dist: Jalna, Maharashtra proposed by M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt.
Ltd.. Gut No. 30, Village Daregaon (Adjacent to MIDC Jalna), Tq. & Dist: Jalna, Maharashtra
was conducted on 07/07/2022 at 02.30 p.m. at M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd.,Gut No.
30, Village Daregaon (Adjacent to MIDC Jalna), Tq. Dist: Jalna, Maharashtra.

A list of members and public participants present for Public Hearing is annexed herewith.
All those present were given welcome by Dr. Yogini Balankhe, Field Officer from Maharashtra
Pollution Control Board and started the proceedings of said public hearing with the permission of
the Chairman of said Public Hearing Panel. She stated that today, Maharashtra Pollution Control
Board has organized the Environmental Public Hearing regarding the proposed Expansion
Project of MS Billets 750 TPD to 2000 TPD & for Expansion of Rolling Mills for manufacturing
of TMT Bars — 833.33 to 2000 TPD in respect of M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd., Gut
No. 30, Village Daregaon (Adjacent to MIDC Jalna), Tq. & Dist: Jalna. She stated that as per the
Ministry of Environment, Forests & Climate Change, Govt. of India, New Delhi Notification
dated 14/09/2006, the said project falls under ‘B* Category for which Environmental Clearance
is necessary from MoEF&CC and as a part of it, it is mandatory to conduct the Environmental
Public Hearing, hence said public hearing is being conducted. The proposal of M/s.
Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd. for conducting Environmental Public Hearing is received
to MPCB on 12/05/2022, accordingly, with the permission of the Hon’ble District Collector,
Jalna. the date and time for said public hearing is fixed on 07/07/2022 at 02.30 p.m.and
according to which, a public notice regarding the Environmental Public Hearing is published in

the newspapers Daily Sakal (Marathi) and Daily Times of India (English) dated 06/06/2022
before 30 days as per the rules. The copies of (Information Booklet) Environment Impact
Assessment and Executive Summary of the said project were placed at various concerned
Government Offices in the district, Grampanchayat, Daregaon and offices of Maharashtra
Pollution Control Board at Mumbai, Aurangabad and Jalna and hoisted on the website of
Maharashtra Pollution Control Board also, so that it shall be useful to the people for study and
they shall record their suggestions, notes, objections, if any regarding the said project within 30
days at this office; and the order for said public hearing has been issued by the Member
Secretary, M.P.C. Board vide letter dated 30/06/2022. She stated that according to said public
hearing, some suggestions, objections are received at M.P.C. Board for which, she requested
Shri S.M. Kurmude, Sub-Regional Officer, M.P.C. Board, Jalna & Convener of Environmental
Public Hearing to brief about the same. Shri Kurmude stated that two suggestions and two
objections are received to this office by E-mail & in hard copy, out of those two objections dated
24/06/2022. one is in Marathi and another is in English this are received from Shri. Sarangdhar
Balaji Dhawale, Daregaon village and both are one and same. He requested that the Project
Proponent may tell about the points mentioned in the said objections. Shri Nitin Kabra, the
Project Director stated that two letters are regarding objection to which they are submitting reply
in writing to M.P.C. Board and two letters are in support of the proposal, Shri Kurmude stated
that in one of the objections, it is mentioned as “Daily Parshwabhumi, News published on
18/06/2022. for which he clarified that a notice regarding said public hearing has been published
in the newspapers Daily Sakal dated 06/06/2022 and Daily Times of India dated 06/06/2022
before 30 days as well as related documents were placed at all the concerned local Government
offices like Grampanchayat, Daregaon, Zilla Parishad, Tehsil Office, Collector Office, District
Industries Centre for studying for the citizens. He also stated that all the necessary permissions
are taken for the existing plant, which is now in operation and now at present the hearing is being
conducted is for expansion in which there will be increase in production. After that, Dr.
Balankhe requested the Project Proponent/Project Consultant to brief the presentation of said
project.

Then, Shri Rajesh Mankar, the Project Consultant from M/s. Sri Sai Manasa Nature
Tech Pvt. Ltd., Hyderabad started the power point presentation of the existing and proposed
project including the details of project, environmental pollution, plans, devices, control measures
to be taken thereof and stated that said public hearing is proposed for the proposed Expansion
project of MS Billets from 750 TPD to 2000 TPD & (Rolling Mills) TMT Bars — 833.33 TPD to
2000 TPD and to obtain Environmental Clearance for said project. He briefed about introduction
of said project and stated that at present, the production of MS Billets and TMT Bars is taken at
existing project and said project is proposed for increasing said production capacity, i.e. as
reported earlier MS Billets — 2000 TPD and TMT Bars — 2000 TPD and to obtain Environmental
Clearance. M/s. Bhagyalaxmi Rolling Mills Pvt. Ltd. has been established in the year 2004 and
is registered under the Factory Act, 1956. He showed names of the Directors of the Company He
stated that a TOR (Terms of Reference) has been received to said company and according to
which the Environment Consultant has prepared Environment Impact Assessment by carrying
out Baseline Environmental Study for a period of three months and submitted the draft EIA
report to Maharashtra Pollution Control Board and as per the public notice of MPCB, the said
public hearing is being conducted today. He stated that the total land of 8.51 hectares will be



used for expansion of said project, out of which 36.60% area will be reserved for Green Belt

Development.

Then, Dr. Yogini Balankhe, Field Officer, MPCB, Jalna requested the public
participants that if anybody would like to ask any question, suggestion, notes, etc. regarding said
project, same may be asked by telling their own name and village name.

During the course of public hearing, certain questions related with said project raised by
the public participants and answered the same by the Project Proponent are as below :

Shri Balasaheb Padol, a resident of Jalna town asked whether job will get to the
local people in the said project, upon which Shri Nitin Kabra stated that at
present also, more than 75% people from Jalna district and especially from the
surrounding villages of the project are employed in the existing project and
preference will be given to the youths in nearby villages in the proposed project.

Shri Anil Rangnathrao Bhale, a resident of village Revgaon, Tq. & Dist: Jalna
after asking whether there will be any benefit to the people in surrounding area,
Shri Kabra stated that definitely the people in the neighboring villages will get
benefit from the factory through various systems like employment, tree plantation
and activities in the schools, etc. to be carried out by the factory.

Shri Arjun More, a resident of Jalna town asked about the planning to be done
for the dust from bag filter. Shri Kabra stated that the dust is captured
completely and separated and the air remains in it is dispersed into the atmosphere
after purifying and the valuable factors from the separated dust particles are also
recovered.

Shri Deepak Chaudhari, a resident of Jalna town asked that waste water to be
generated from the factory will be discharged outside the factory, so what efforts
will be taken to stop the same. Shri Kabra clarified that from this factory, no any
type of water is discharged outside the factory and whatever the water is
evaporated during the cooling of machineries, is required to be added and
whatever the water used for domestic purpose is recycled in the process after
treatment.

Shri Lakhan Naikwade, a resident of village Ghanewadi, Tq. & Dist: Jalna
asked the Project Proponent that what will be done for the society by the factory.
Shri Kabra stated that as reported during the presentation, as there was
deficiency of oxygen during Corona period, the company has installed a Oxygen
Plant within 18 days only and most of the time there is deficiency of blood in
Blood Bank, so all the employees and workers of the company donate the blood
voluntarily, various programmes like e-learning in schools in the nearby villages,
tree plantation viz. programme of planting 20000 trees at Parasi Tekadi is taken in
hand, likewise programmes are taken by the company for society and and such
programmes will be continued in future also.

Shri Shrihari Rakhe, a resident of village Chandanzira, Tq. & Dist: Jalna asked
that whether there are any measures and provisions for the dust on the road, Shri
Kabara stated that at present, the dust is suppressed by sprinkling water on the
road and the roads from where heavy vehicles move will be concretized in
coming period, most of the internal part of the factory is concretized and the
complete remaining part will be concretized in the proposed project.

Shri Vilas Sanjay Garkhede, a resident of village Jawasgaon, Tq. & Dist: Jalna
asked about the measures to be taken for the air pollution to be caused from the
company, upon which Shri Kabra as reported earlier, stated that primary and
secondary air suction system is provided at the existing project, which is in
operation and same system will be provided in the proposed project and by using
bag filter, dust will be separated and pure air will be dispersed into the
atmosphere.

Shri Dilip Piraji Tirukhe, a resident of village Daregaon, Tq. & Dist: Jalna after
asking about smoke emission from stack, Shri Kabra stated that a Air pollution
Pollution Control system & upgraded & installed under the guidance of the
District Collector and MPCB and the said project is becoming famous throughout
India and same type of project will be installed at the proposed project.

Shri Ganesh Tukaram Dhawale, the Ex. Sarpanch, Daregaon, Tq. & Dist: Jalna
stated that earlier, the factory was paying the business tax to the Grampanchayat,
Daregaon, which is stopped now, and requested to start to pay the said tax to their
Grampanchayat again, but Shri Kabra clarified that the said issue is not in their
purview and they will pay the same in co-ordination with the Municipal Council,
Jalna and Grampanchayat and already they are paying the said tax, Shri Dhawale
stated that it is stopped to pay the tax since last two-three years, upon which Shri
Kabara stated that is being paid to Municipal Council. Shri Dhawale stated that
as the factory is near to the Grampanchayat, it is their demand, but Shri Kabra
stated that it is beyond his purview and they will have to represent it to the
Government for the same.

Shri Ramkisan Dhawale, the Sarpanch, Daregaon, Tq. & Dist: Jalna stated that
earlier they were getting the electricity from MIDC and asked whether they can
get the electricity from MIDC, now, upon which Shri Kabra stated that he is
unable to answer for the same and suggested that they shall have to approach and
give representation to MSEB in this regards. He pointed out that as per his
information, the MSEB has installed a new Sub-station for railway near to
Daregaon, from which they shall have no any objection for giving electricity
supply as the supply to said Sub-station is from MIDC.

Shri V. Sunanda Reddy, an Environmentalist, Telangana gave his best wishes to
the management and stated that he is recommending to MoEF&CC to give
unconditional permission to said industry, he is wishing the industry for its best



role as a successful industrialist and requested to take care for development. Once
again he gave his best wishes for the project and stated that he congratulates the
Environmental Consultancy who has prepared a good EIA report.

Dr. Yogini Balankhe, Field Officer from MPCB, Jalna once again requested the public
participants that if anybody is still having any question, suggestion, objection, etc., same may be
asked. but after observing that nobody is having any question, suggestions, objections, etc.
regarding said project, she, with the permission of the Chairman of Public Hearing Panel
concluded the Public Hearing with a vote of thanks to all the public participants

The copies of suggestions/objections received regarding the said project and the replies
given to them by the Project Proponent are enclosed herewith.

Lastly, the Public Hearing ended with a vote of thanks to the Chair.
