of the said Notification and this unit comes under the purview of this Notification.

The Project Proponent lias submitted an upplicution to the Maharashtra Pollution
Contiol Board on 27.04.2022. The scheduled public hearing date was 21/06/2022 time 11.30
a.m. with approval of Hon'ble District Collector Jalna. Accordingly notice was published in
Daily Times of India (English) & Daily Sakal (Marathi) on dated 19/05/2022. Also, a document
containing the summary of the Environmental Assessment Report on the project (in English and
Marathi) was made available for study by interested persons in the respective Gram Panchayat
oltices and other government offices. Accordingly, toduy's public hearing is being held.

And
online monitoring system for air pollution
system o be installed and also this system will
be connected to MPCB & CPCB server.

Rui raised the
issue, about disposal of treated effluent
from the industry?

Shri. Dilip S. Patil, Managing Director of the
industry replied that, the industry has proposed
to install CPU unit for wastewater management.
Also the treated effluent in the unit will be used
for irrigation on 37 hectares of industry land, so
any wastewater will not go out from the
industry.

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factory for green belt development.

Shri.  Sambhaji Mule, at. Bhategaon
raised the issue, how much employment
will be generated in this project and how
much local people will be benefited?

Shri. Dilip S. Patil, Managing Director of the
industry replied that, the industry current
directly and indirectly 500 to 2000 has workers
and the proposed project required same workers
i.e. 500 and Preference will be given to local

people.

Shri. Sidheshwar Eslote, at. Bhaygavhan
raised the issue, how will the farmers
benefit from this project?

Shri. Dilip S. Patil, Managing Director of the
industry replied that, at present, farmers
cannot afford to cultivate other rabbi crops.
Therefore, farmers are diverted towards
sugarcane crops and producing sugarcane in
large quantity, due to the growth in the
sugarcane scctor at present sugarcane is given
to outside factories. This project will help them
in the matter. Therefore, there will be possible
to give good price to sugarcane from the
industry this will definitely benefit to the

farmers.

Shri. Sandip Hatagale, raised the issue,
will there be any health impact on the
workers working in this project?

Shri. Dilip S. Patil, Managing Director of the
industry replied that, there is no any work in
this project that would affect the health of the
workers. Safety suits, belts etc. are also
provided to the workers. One medical officer
will also be appointed.

Shri S.M. Kurmude again requested the public participants that if anybody is still having
any question, same may be asked, but alter observing that no questions are remained to ask by

anybody.

Member of the public hearing committee and Regional Officer Maharashtra Pollution

Control Board, Aurangabad made some suggestions to the project proponent. The project
consultant should also incorporate details of consent condition in the final EIA. The Pollution
Control System should be installed as per terms and condition of EC as well as consent granted

by the Board.

Chairman of the public hearing committee and Additional District Magistrate, Jalna
stated that, the project consultant was advised to rectify some ol the errors in the EIA draft.
