The Environment Public Hearing Meeting for the proposed establishment of new project
of 5000 TCD Sugar Factory, 20 MW Co-Generation Plant & 300 KLPD Molasses/Sugar Cane
Juice Based Distillery Project located At Post Ghatsawali, Taluka & District Beed, Maharashtra
by the Project Proponent M/s. S. P. Sugar & Agro Private Limited, At Post Ghatsawali, Taluka
& District — Beed, Maharashtra was conducted on 29-08-2022 at 11.00 am at the project site.

Dr. Yogini Balankhe, Field Officer, Sub Regional Office, MPCB, Jalna welcome the
Hon’ble Chairman of the Public Hearing Panel, officials, public representatives and public who
are present and with the permission of the Chairman of the Public Hearing Committee he gave
information in brief about Public Hearing on Environment.

Dr. Yogini Balankhe, informed that, as per the EIA Notification of Ministry of
Environment, Forest & Climate Change, Govt. of India, (i.e. MoEFCC, Gol) dated 14"
September, 2006 as amended on Ist December, 2009, it is mandatory to conduct prior public
hearing to certain projects which are covered in the Schedule of the said Notification and this
unit comes under the purview of this Notification. The Project Proponent has submitted an
application to the Maharashtra Pollution Control Board on 20-07-2022. The public hearing was
scheduled on 29-08-2022 time 11.00 a.m. with approval of Hon'ble District Collector Beed.
Accordingly notice was published in Daily Times of India (English) & Daily Sakal (Marathi) on
dated 29-07-2022. Also the documents pertaining to the summary of the Environmental



Assessment Report on the project (in English and Marathi) was made available for study to the
interested public in the respective Gram Panchayat offices and other government offices.
Accordingly, today's public hearing is being held. A copy of EIA report and executive summery
was made available at various Govt. offices as under-

Further she clarified that, Board had given 30 days period for submission of any
suggestions/Objections/views etc about the project as per the notifications and Sub-Regional
Office, M.P.C. Board Jalna has received 1 comments on the project by Email dated 28-08-2022
from Shri. Sunanda Reddy (Copy enclosed). Also she informed to the public that, participants
can raise their objections, comments etc. in oral or written. The objections and comments should
be on environment point of view only. The Convener requested project proponent to give
presentation on the proposed project.

The Representative Dr. Sangram Ghogare of M/s. Equinox India Pvt. Ltd., Kolhapur has
given information in brief along with presentation on various environmental aspects i.e.
Environment Impact Assessment and intention behind arranging the Public Hearing, Details
about the Project, Project Plan, Environment Status, Details of local Environment and
surrounding environment information, Locations of the study area, Air quality in the study area,
Noise levels in the study area, Water quality in the study area, Soil quality in the study area, Bio-
diversity, Socio-Economic Environment, Expected impact on the surrounding area, Environment
Management Plan, Remedial measures on the various environmental impacts, Social Economic
Development Plan, Budgetary provisions for environmental management, Net gain from the
project etc. The information on the above is recorded in the CD and taken notes in brief in the
minutes of the public hearing.

After concluding the power point presentation of said project by the Project Consultant,
Shri. S.M. Kurmude, requested the public participants that if anybody would like to express any
suggestions, notes, thoughts, questions, etc. related with the said project same may be asked by
telling their name and village name.



During the course of public hearing, the public participants raised certain questions
related with the said project and answered the same are as below:-

Ambesawli, Expressed support to the
project but some point were raised as
under also submitted a written
presentation through GramPanchayat

I. While surveying the said project,
Ambesavali village which is 700 mtr
from the project site was not
considered.

. Forest Department land is
mentioned in the said survey.

. Information about air pollution is
given but information about So2 and
Nox is not mentioned.

4. Information about ETP and STP and
also about disposal of treated effluent
should be given.

5. No information has been given about
local nala flowing near by village
ultimately meeting to Mankarnika
river.

6. Soil testing in Ambesawli village was
not carried out during the survey.

Dr. Sangram Ghogare, Project Consultant
replied that, during the survey of the said area,
the villages are been selected for the study
according to the wind direction as per the
season and the preliminary data has been
prepared. It is necessary to prepare a report in
this regards every 6 months at that time the said
village will be included in the survey.

It cannot be said that there is no forest in
said area but reserved forest area, restricted
forest area and social forestry are types of forest
and there is no such type of forest area notified
by the government in this area.

The height of the chimney of the said
project is 72 mtr. And Air pollution control
system comprises of ESP and due to this there
will be no problem of air pollution in the area.

Also, updated STP will be provided for
treatment of domestic sewage and updated ETP
will be set up for treatment industrial effluent
and treated effluent will be used irrigation
within the premises of the industry. Also, the
distillery project will be set up on the principle
of Zero Liquid Discharged (ZLD) and not a
single drop of effluent will go outside the
project. Also, the project consultant explained
all the technical aspects in detail to the present
public in the matter.

Shri.  Prakash ~ Thakur,  Sarpanch
Dhekanmoha Gram Panchayat, While
supporting to the project, has raised the
question about the smell nuisance due to
the process in the area.

Dr. Sangram Ghogare, Project Consultant

replied that, the said project is being built on

advance technology and the spent wash from
the distillation plant will be collected in a
closed tank and after Biomethanisation it will
be processed in a dryer to make powder, so
there will be no problem of smell in the area.




< s Shri.  Chandrakant  Shivaji  Phad,
Ghatsavli, supported to the above
project but raised the following points-

I. Care should be taken to ensure
that the water in the area will be
not be polluted due to the
disposal of industrial effluent.

2. Care should be taken that the
industry does not affect the
health of the citizens in the area.

3. By using CSR funds dense
Forest shall be develop on the
govt. land in the area. Also play
ground and other such activities
shall be carried out by using
CSR funds.

4. Also, the local road passing
through the project area shall be
cleared for the villagers.

Dr. Sangram Ghogare, Project Consultant
replied that, an updated STP will be provided
for treatment of domestic sewage and updated
ETP will be set up for treatment industrial
effluent and treated effluent will be used
irrigation within the premises of the industry.
Also, the distillery project will be set up on the
principle of Zero Liquid Discharged (ZLD) and
not a single drop of effluent will go outside the
project.

Chairman of the industry Shri. Suresh
Patil said that, the CSR Fund will be utilized
with guidance of District Collector Beed. He
also assured that various social projects in the
area will be developed.

Also, the chairman of the committee
informed that, separate presentation shall be
submitted to the collector office Beed regarding
the local road.

4. Shri. Arun Murlidhar Lande, at.
Ghatsawli, supported to the above
project and mentioned that, the
precaution in the presentation shall be

strictly followed.

Dr. Sangram Ghogre, Project Consultant,

agreed to this.

5. Shri. Prahlad Lande, at. Ghatsawli,
supported to the project and saying that,
his farm is adjacent to the project and
requested that the Pandan Road be
cleared for local villagers.

Chairman of the industry Shri. Suresh Patil
suggested that the issue will be resolved by
consensus.

6. Shri. Sunanda Reddy, congratulated the
project and presented a letter for
suggestions to the project.

Shri. S.M. Kurmude, Committee Convener
accepted the letter of instructions in written and
informed that a record has been taken in this
regard.

Shri S.M. Kurmude again requested the public participants that if anybody is still having
any question, same may be asked, but after observing that no questions are remained to ask by

anybody.

Shri S.M. Kurmude thanked the public participants and with the permission of the
Chairman of the Public Hearing Committee concluded the public hearing on the proposed

project.
