Background

M/s. Filex Minerals Res. 117 Nagpur proposed Bhiwdoni Quartz and Quartzite
Mineral Mine at No. 239 Village Bhiwdoni Teh. Saunsar Dist. Chindwara Madhya Pradesh
and prepared environmental impact assessment report for production quantity 0.025 million
tonnes per annum on 90.067 hectares area.

MoEF & CC vide notification S.0. 1533 dated 14/09/2006 under sub-rule (3) of rule
5 of the Environment (Protection) Rules, 1986 , based on a new project or undertaking or
expansion or Certain prohibitions and restrictions , are imposed on such activities for
modernization of existing projects or activities based on potential environmental impact,
which are mentioned in the Schedule of Notifications. The quartz and quartzite minerals
produced in the mine will be used in many industries like glass, refectory, foundry,
cosmetic, electricity, paints etc. The mining belt is the land of Madhya Pradesh
Government. The conditions of TOR in terms of commissioning were reviewed by the
Central Level Appraisal Committee EAC New Delhi in the meeting. MOEF&CC reviewed
the project and categorized it as category A under EIA notification vide Terms of Reference
(TOR) dt. Given on 05.07.2021.

OBJECTIVES AND METHODOLOGY:-
Coordinator & Sub-Regional Officer, Nagpur-1 started the referendum by welcoming
the members of the referendum committee and the attendees, with the permission of the

First of all Hon'ble Additional District Magistrate & Resident Deputy Collector, Nagpur
and Chairperson of Public Hearing Committee explained the purpose and procedure of
public hearing.

He informed that a public notice has been published regarding environmental public
hearing on dated 26/09/2022 in daily The Times of India (English) and daily Navarashtra
(Marathi) two newspapers. A copy of the newspaper clipping of the notification published in
the daily newspaper is enclosed. (annexure-1).

As per the notification of the Ministry of Forests, Environment & CC, Government of
India, a copy of the summary of the Environmental Impact Assessment Report and other
informative documents (in English and Marathi) containing salient features of the project
were kept for public inspection, study at various government offices and Gram Panchayat
offices.Written suggestions, criticisms and objections were invited from the people of the
locality from publication of public notice till before the date of public hearing.

No objection has been received at MPCB office till the day of public hearing. MPC
Board issued Order no. E-74/2022 letter no. MPCB/JD/(WPC)/PH/B-220930FT30179 dtd
30/09/2022 and Public Hearing Committee was constituted. (annexure-2).

Sub-Regional Officer, M. P. C. Board, Nagpur & Coordinator asked the project
holder to make a detailed presentation about the project and environmental report
Accordingly, the project representative detailed in local language the production of quartz
and quartzite in the 90.067 ha mining area and quantity will be 0.025 million tonnes per
year.He explained regarding the environmental aspects of the proposed project ,project
area, benefits of the proposed project, proposed facilities, firefighting facilities, process
description, environmental information, verification of expected effects, ground factors,
atmosphere & weather, air factors, air quality in the area, disaster management plan,
sources of air pollution, noise factors, water factors, available water quality, water use,
wastewater generation, biological factors, social and economic factors, impact on local
infrastructure, environmental management plans, air emissions, wastewater management,
forestry programs, care management and a ppt presentation was made on these matters.
