consultation is mandatory.

Convener informed that the aim of conducting prior public
consultation is to make aware, local people who can be
participant in the hearing and they should know the
developmental activities and Environment Management Plan
of the unit.

Project Proponent had submitted online prescribed
application on 07-12-2022 alongwith pre-feasibility report to
the, Ministry of Environment, Forest & Climate Change, Govt.
of India, New Delhi and it has been considered and given
online approval on 26-12-2022.

After sanction from District Collector, Dharashiv  to
conduct the Physical Environment Public Hearing on Friday,
the 03th March, 2023 at 11.30, and as per the Notification
dated 14-09-2006 issued by Ministry of Environment, Forest &
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Climate Change, Govt. of India, (MoEF & CC, Gol), New Delhi
and subsequent amendment on 01-12-2019, Member
Secretary, Maharashtra Pollution Control Board, Mumbai has
constituted Public Hearing Panel vide Board’s Office Order No.

Similarly, the revised Environmental Assessment Report
of the Project Proponent and minutes of the meeting after
approval of Chairperson will be submitted through MPCB Head
Office to the Department of Environment, Forest & Climate
Change, Government of India, New Delhi after taking note of
the video recording of the said meeting, suggestions and
objections recorded in the meeting. An Expert Committee
there takes further decision regarding the same He requested
Chairperson of the Environment Public Hearing Committee to
inform Project Proponent to start the presentation

With the permission of the Chairperson, the
Environmental Consultant of the project made a presentation
on the entire Environmental Management Plan (EMP) for the
proposed project. He gave information about the geographical

location of the proposed project, potential impact on the



environment due to the proposed project, Environmental
Management Plan (EMP) prepared for it, Corporate Social
Responsibility (CSR) Fund and Corporate Environmental
Responsibility (CER) Fund.

Project Environmental Consultant made a presentation
about the project and the Environmental Management Plan.
She said that the total cost of the said project will be Rs 714.61
crores while the capital cost for Environmental Management is
Rs 5907.8 lakh and the recurring cost is Rs 213.6 lakh. The
said project is a “Zero Liquid Discharge (ZLD) project.

After Presentation, Member, Convener, Environment
Public Hearing Committee appealed all participants to raise
their views, opinions, suggestions or objections in respect of

proposed project in environmental angle only.

Views, questions, suqgestions/objections raised during
the Environmental Public Hearing and the

answers/promises given by the Project Proponent/ Project
Environment Consultant /| Environmental Public Hearing
Committee :-




1) Shri Arvind Ramling Kature, At Post- Jawala,
Taluka - Paranda, District - Dharashiv -

It is good that this project is about to start. The population
of our village is around 10,000. There is a Zilla Parishad School
and a Girls School near the road. Nearly 600-700 students are
studying there. Also, the Primary Health Center is just next to
the road. However, our demand is that there should be a two-
way road here.

Project Proponent replied that the road will be double lane.

2) Shri Shrinath Haribhau Kede, At Post - Eda, Taluka -
Bhum, District - Dharashiv :-

A 132 KVA sub station will be constructed for the factory.
It is requested to build an additional 33 KVA sub station and
get its electricity to the farmers here.

Chairman, Environment Public Hearing Committee here
appealed all participants to raise any views, opinions,
suggestions or objections regarding the proposed project in
environmental angle only. This is not a platform for other
subjects.

3) Shri Amol Mahadev Kale, At Post - Ghargaon, Taluka -
Paranda, District - Dharashiv :-

Information was given regarding CER (Corporate
Environment Responsibility) in the Presentation. It does not
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include Ghargaon. It is in the 10 km periphery of the project.
Hence, itis requested that Ghargaon village should be included
along with the villages like Rajuri, Eda, Jawala.

Chairman, Environment Public Hearing Committee
remarked that very nice suggestion is given. He asked
Environment Consultant to go through page no.69 of the
Presentation.

Chairman directed that various activities should be
implemented under the CER fund for as many affected villages
which falls under 10 k.m. periphery of the project.

Chairman, Environment Public Hearing Committee here
appealed all participants to raise any views, opinions,
suggestions or objections regarding the proposed project in
environmental angle only. It will be included in the minutes of
the meeting which will be submitted Government,

4) Shri_Palke Adinath Changdev, At Post - Wangi Budruk,
Taluka - Bhum, District - Dharashiv :-

My village Wangi Budruk would be in the 10 k.m.
periphery of the project. This area is a drought prone zone. But
due to the establishment of a factory here, the farmers are
benefited. There are three factories in this area and enough
sugarcane is grown for all the three factories. Last year we had
sugarcane crushing of 5.0 Lakh Metric Ton.
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Farmers were worried as sugarcane was not being sold.
The other three factory's sugarcane crushing is nearly 12.0
Lakh Metric Ton. Almost 25.0 Lakhs Metric Ton sugar cane
crop is available in this area. So, if the factory is expanding,
the farmers will be definitely happy, as the farmers will be
benefited.

Detailed information is received due to the Presentation,
which was not at all received previously. We understood from
the presentation that when a factory is set up, not only the
farmers are benefited, but the entire area and the citizens are
also benefited.

| request the Government that if 25.0 Lakh Metric Ton
of sugarcane is available, 12.5 lakhs Metric Tons goes to other
factories.

Shri Palke said that about 400 persons will get job
opportunities in the project due to establishment of co. gen
electricity project and distillery plant. This will reduce
unemployment among the local youth. Hence, the expansion
of the project will benefit the farmers and the locality.

5) Shri_Suresh Gokul Khaire, At Post - Eda, Taluka -
Bhum, District - Dharashiv :-

Project is going to expand, which is a good thing. The
area of 250-300 acres of vineyards / grape yard is in the
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periphery of 10.0 k.m. of the proposed project site. The smoke
generated from the stack of the project, the ash from the
chimney falls on the grape leaves. This slows down the
respiration of the vines/grapes. It affects the production of
grapes.

Even now, if the Eda village and the inner area is
inspected/surveyed, it will be noticed that the ash from the
project is lying in everyone's yard. A layer of ash can be seen
on outdoor objects, leaves of trees. Due to this, the farmers are
suffering huge losses.

Similarly, the roads here are completely bad. After the
vehicles pass on the road, the dust from the road flies and falls
on the crops. However, it will be beneficial for us if the roads
are improved and the ash from the stack of the factory are
disposed of. Further Measures should be initiated for this.

Environmental Consultant replied that as per the
suggestion made by Shri Suresh Khaire, 175 TPH boiler is
proposed. Also, the boiler which is in operation in the project
will be equipped with a most advance device ESP (Electro-
Static-Precipitator) system. Its efficiency will be 99.9%. So,
there will be no problem of ash in the area. The factory will plan
for it.

6) Shri_Tatyasaheb Tulshiram Gore, At Post -
Anatargaon, Taluka - Bhum, District - Dharashiv -
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My house is 3.0 km away from the factory. The question
raised by my colleague asking in detail.

There are villages in the 3.0 k.m. area. While bringing of
sugarcane crop from other remote Vvillages, there is heavy
transportation load on the
roads of villages which are in 3.0 k.m. area of the project. So
the village roads at the distance of 3.0 k.m. heavily damages
and the tar also goes and so much dust is blown that it not only
hits crops but street shops, malls and everyone suffers from
dust pollution.

However, we request that the factory should be
considered as center point and all the roads in the 7-8 villages
around the factory should be asphalted. So that dust will not fly
and dust pollution may be under control.

He further said that if the factory is considered as center
point, as there no connecting roads, the sugarcane crop
transportation is to be carried from 20-25 kilometer. If nearest
roads at 3-4 k.m. are well connected each other, the sugarcane
transportation for 20-25 km. will decrease.

Hence, present status regarding the nearby roads will be
submitted. Similarly, the local farmers have requested that
considering the availability of sugarcane, the sugarcane
crushing capacity should be increased.
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Chairman and Convener, Environment Public Hearing
Committee appealed all the participants to raise any views,
opinions, suggestions or objections regarding the proposed
project in environmental angle only

7) Shri Sunanda Reddy, Environmentalist, Hyderabad -

| congratulate Project Management for planning to
extend the project. | am the first environmentalist in India to
support the project. As this project is in the interest of farmers,
| request the Ministry of Environment, Forests and Climate
Change, Government of India, New Delhi to exclude such
projects from Environmental Public Hearing. The raw material
of the project i.e. sugarcane is grown by the farmers. Local
people get employment and Government gets the revenue.
Unemployment is the biggest pollution in India

Lastly, | request Ministry of Environment, Forests and
Climate Change, Government of India, New Delhi to approve
the Environmental Clearance to this industry.

8) Chairman, Environment Public Hearing Committee -

Chairman asked Environmental Consultant about the
planning of the Onsite Disaster Management Plan in the
project. Chemical leakage, gas leakage may occur due to
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accidents in the project, it is suggested to give information
about preventive measures for this.

Environmental Consultant said that all the information on
Risk Assessment Measures has been given in detail in Chapter
7 of the Environmental Impact Assessment (EIA)Report. It has
Ethanol Storage Tank,

Chairman, Environment Public Hearing Committee
suggested to inform the details in simple language that
common people here can understand.

Environmental consultant said that fire brigade car, fire
extinguisher, first-aid box, emergency task force. Safety Audit
is mandatory from DISH (Directorate of Industrial Safety and
Health), Government of Maharashtra, Permission of Peso is
mandatory.
