S.0. 2163(E).—Whereas, the Central Government in the erstwhile Ministry of Environment and Forests, in
exercise of its powers under sub-section (1) and clause (v) of sub-section (2) of section (3) of the Environment
(Protection) Act, 1986 has published the Environment Impact Assessment Notification, 2006 (hereinafier referred to
as the EIA Notification, 2006) vide number S.0.1533 (E), dated the 14" September, 2006, for mandating prior
Environmental Clearance (EC) [or certain category of projects;

And whereas, for the grant of prior EC, public hearing is mandatory and it is an integral part of the EC
process, unless specifically exempted for certain activities as mentioned in the EIA Notification 2006, as amended
from time to time;

And whereas, on certain oceasions, the public hearings have been postponed due to various reasons ofien
being beyond the control of the Project Proponent and as per the provisions of the EIA Notification 2006, the whole
process for the public hearing is to be started afresh resulting in undue delay in completing the EC process;

And whereas, one of the fuctors which results in delay or postponement of the public hearings is the non-
availubility of the District Magistrate or his representative not below the rank of an Additional District Magistrate to
preside over the proceedings of the public hearing;

And whereas, the Central Government has been receiving representations to streamline the public hearing
process;

And whereas, the Central Government taking into account the public interest involved, deems it necessary o
streamline the process of the public hearing by reducing undue delays and facilitating public participation without
inferrupting the access 1o the information pertining 1o the project and also make a provision for the District
Magistrate  authorise an officer not below the rank of Sub-Divisional Magistrate to preside over the Public Hearing
to avoid such delay;
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And whereas, the Central Government further deems it necessary 1o clarify the ambiguity in Schedul&H(b)

with regard to off-shore and on-shore oil and gas exploration, development and production, as amended vide™._

notification no. $.0. 236(E), dated the 16" January, 2020 and as the Central Government has delegated the power to

the State Environmental Impact Assessment Authority to grant ECs 1o all minor mineral mining projects, irrespective

of mine lease arca, the apphcability of the general condition for minor minerals has lost its relevance thereby, in this

regard, the Central Government also deems it necessary to remove the applicability of the general condition for
mining of minor minerals:

1533 (E),
dated the 14" September, 2006, namely:-

(i) against item 1(a), in column (5), for the portion beginning with the words “General Conditions shall apply
except:" and ending with the words “on account of inter-state boundary”, the following shall be substituted,
